Discussion the Club was contacted by the Des Moines Police Department 
inquiring about the use of the Rifle Pistol Range.  The DPD would like to 
have available a facility that would allow the officers a place to work on 
proficiency for their duty weapons.  
Many options were discussed with the resolve included in the following 
motion.
Motion; the Des Moines Police Department would pay for its 
commissioned officers to become BDGC Members.  The Initiation Fee 
would be amortized over 3 years.  All Officers receiving membership 
would 1) Be a member of the NRA 2) Have use of the Rifle Pistol Range 
under the same Rules and Stipulation as any other member. 3) M4 fire 
would be single shot on days the public has use of the range. Wednesday 
nights & Saturdays.  1st M. Dukes, 2nd C. Carpenter Vote approved 
unanimously

Phil Erickson: Some members have requested permission to remove soil 
material from the rifle pistol rang in order that they may reclaim lead. 
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Discussion: A member has contacted a government agency that is believed to 
control transport and regulation of lead in situation similar to our rifle pistol 
range.  This agency stated that lead in the form of fired projectiles is not 
considered contamination.  Some other members questioned the transport of 
berm material off of the property.  The point of air born lead in dust during 
removal from the range traps & berm stability and functional size as material was 
also discussed.   It is not functionally safe to remove any berm material without 
replacing it with new sand.
Discussion: as previously determined removal of berm or bullet trap material by 
anyone from the rifle pistol range is not allowed.

Discussion: Should the Rifle pistol Range be open to the public on Saturdays 
during the hours that the trap range is open to the public?  Many members were 
of the opinion that allowing the public to utilize the rifle pistol range would be 
acceptable, if there was sufficient RSO Staffing.  It was determined that there was 
sufficient staffing as Jerry Papers had volunteered to staff this summer.
Motion; To open the Rifle Pistol Range to nonmember public in the months of 
June, July & August on Saturdays during public trap shooting hours.  1st B. Ballard 
2nd G Smith Vote; approved unanimously
