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I woke up yesterday to the first frost of the year.  Cool nights and clear days.   
There was even some snow at the higher elevations.  It must be hunting season.  
Get your shotgun or rifle out of the case and come out to the club to clear the 
cobwebs out of the barrel.   Then head for the field or the mountains.  Get 
outside.  This is a great time of the year.  

Now back to business.  The shot recovery effort has come to a halt for now.  The 
wet weather combined with the clay in the soil has made the recovery via the 
dry method impractical.  Tony (Accurate Construction Supply L.L.C.) has been 
given an extension on the contract until mid January of 2009.  He will return 
with a different machine that uses water to clean the shot and complete the 
recovery project.

There is another issue that has come up from the Dept. of Ecology.  It potentially 
could ban the use of all lead ammunition in Washington State.  This is a portion 
of an e-mail that I received from Art Aske of Seattle Skeet & Trap.  Every 
member should send in their comment on this.

"The lead ammunition you use for hunting as well as target and competitive 
shooting will be banned from purchase, use and ownership in the state of 
Washington if the state's Department of Ecology has its way.  Lead ammunition 
is a target of a series of recommendations in the "Lead Chemical Action Plan" 
prepared by the Department of Ecology. 

The plan is open for public comment until Monday, October 6.  The plan and 
information about submitting comments are available at: 
http://www.ecy.wa.gov/programs/swfa/pbt/leadcap/.

Please take the time to submit comments to the Department of Ecology and to 
Governor Chris Gregoire (D).  Let the Governor know that there is no adequate 
substitute for lead ammunition and that any affects on humans and wildlife do 
not justify a ban as recommended by her Department of Ecology.  Governor 
Gregoire can be reached by phone at (360) 902-4111, by fax at (360) 753-4110, 
or click here to send email.
