Black Diamond Gun Club is going through extra safety because of the liability that goes with 
drawing from the holster.

Jack demonstrated the 5 step draw.

Bill will have holster stickers for badges for those that qualify.

200 yd sticker?  Jack would like to see something like that as well. We need to qualify people 
before you send them down to the 200 yd range. Need to make sure that the person can shoot 
with the gun that they are using. The sticker will not be a carte blanche to shoot any gun at the 
200 yd range. Bill is going to write the rules up for the 200 yard range.  These rules will be 
approved by Jack.
